1. Introduction [Arial, 12 pt, bold, left]
The paper can be written in Croatian or English. It should be structured in the following way: introduction (problem statements, application area, research course), method used, results, conclusion and references. [Arial, 10 pt, justified]
2. Information

The paper is restricted to max. 10 A4 pages. Use DIN A4 format. A single column layout is used as well as single line spacing. File size of paper should not exceed 10 MB. The margin settings are all equal at 2 cm on Left, Right, Top and Bottom of the page. The main body of the text is in Arial 10 pt, justified.

Paragraphs must be separated by one line space (10 pt). Do not indent the beginning of the lines.

2.1 Titles and subtitles [Arial, 10 pt, bold, left]
The paper has to be written in Microsoft Word format. Use Arial Bold 12 pt style for chapter titles and Arial Bold 10 pt style for chapter subtitles. Use common terminology. Use Microsoft Windows Spelling and Grammar Tools. No footnotes allowed.
3. Graphic Material

Figures, i.e. illustrations and pictures should be placed within the text, placed in the centre of the page. Space before and after pictures should be single (10 pt). If the image is made up of several components, should be placed below the mark (a, b, ...) and described in the text descriptions.  Figures and schemes must be provided at a sufficiently high resolution (resolution of 300 dpi or higher).
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Figure 1: Image description: if necessary, add a description of a, b, ... [Arial, 9 pt, centre]
Equations should be centred and numbered consequently, from (1) upwards and please use Microsoft Equation Editor. 
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Equations that are done with other applications (like for example with ChemWin; ISIS Draw etc.) should be placed in text with Copy/Paste commands. Please use SI (International System of Units) for the definition of the units.
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Tables like figures should be placed in the text close to where they are first referred. Treat them like figures but place the caption above the table as shown for Table 1.

4. Referencing Convention

A sequence number in square brackets [1] should indicate references on the text. They should be numbered in the order in which they appear in the text. The reference should give the authors names – each followed by their initials, and then the title of the paper, the name of the journal or conference in which it was published, the volume number (if applicable) and the year of publication and page numbers. All references should be complete so that they can be found by anyone wishing to follow them up. ISBN/ISSN numbers should be provided where they have been allocated. For books the place of publication is also required. The reference list at the end of this paper contains examples of the referencing of variety of journal, conference, book and other references the style of which should be followed in preparing the paper.
For more than three authors use SURNAME, N. of the first author plus et al.
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
